Lavishly furnished concept
suites inchade the Geisha House,

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n the heart of Houston's museum district, Hotel
IZ:\K;\. formerly the Warwick, has more than

300 rooms and suites to satisfy business
travellers, tourists and celebrities (including
Kid Rock, David Beckham and Kevin Spacey).
Interiors are lavish, glamorous and exciting,
from the themed suites through 1o the
‘pool villas" and bungalows.

Each of the 10 concept suites has its own
personality. There are antique furnishings in
An Affair to Remember, a film screening room
with dramatic red curtains and projector in
Thar's Entertainment, and space-age living in
Houston, We Have A Problem. Other suites
include Geisha House, West Indies, Moulin
Rouge, C'est La Vie, Soho Loft, Casa Blanca
and The Warwick Apartment.

The Magnificent Seven suites on the 12th floor,
with arguably the best views of the neighbourhood,
are just as dramatic, Jert Rink (James Dean's
character in the film Giant) might feel ar home in
the Tycoon suite. Defined by stone walls, hunting

trophies and “Texas-sized’ furniture, the room
gains 32sq m when annexed to the Outlaw suite
(not technically part of the Seven), with added
cowhide, spurs and cowboy boots.
Those lucky enough to bag the Rock Star suite
enter via a private, frosted-glass elevator from the
Monarch restaurant, The rock experience includes
wo bedrooms (the master bedroom sleeps six)
resplendent in zebra prine, leather and velvet, with
mirrored walls and a stainless steel kitchen.
The Monarch restaurant is split in two —
dining room and lounge. The former boasts
a baroque interior with dark walls, mouldings
and high-backed chairs upholstered in an exoric
paisley fabric set againsc leopard-prine carpet.
The lounge opposite is similarly furnished but has
additional marble tiling, high tables and low
booths, and overlooks a terrace and gardens,
Even business is made interesting here, If you
don't up take up the option of using one of the
Magnificent Seven suites as a meeting room, there
are a number of alternative spaces to hold your
conference, including the Conspiracy Room in
the basement with its beguiling speakeasy vibe X2
